SELF PROTRAIT

Bring two mirrors (minimum 8” x10”) 

Do one black and white then 3 color preliminaries of a minimum size of 9” x 12”. Use a 140 lb. or more cold press or hot press watercolor paper for the studies. 

· Use the black and white study to explore the structure and form of the head 
· The first color study will take a naturalistic approach

· The  second color study will use color in a symbolic or expressionistic approach

· The third color study is a free choice of self generated approach

Then choose one of the studies to paint a more finished self portrait using 300 lb or 400 lb cold or hot press watercolor paper.  The minimum size for the more finished work is 22” x 15”. Yes you may work larger.

For grading submit all four studies and the final piece.
